4. When your volunteer application is approved, you will receive a BSA membership card, which includes
your member ID number. After you receive your membership card, log onto MyScouting, click My Profile,
and enter your member ID number. This links your Youth Protection training records, and any other
MyScouting training records, to your BSA membership.
