participation in ALL activities; ensure “buddy system” is
strictly enforced; ensure all Scouts are welcome in their
Den

Asst. Den Leader: Should attend at least two or more
days of camp; assist Den Leader with above duties as
described.

Registration Staff: Work 7:30am-10:00am on Monday,
June 25 only; Assist Scouts & Parents with check in
process; review medical conditions, medications and
authorized adults to pick up Scout. Direct Scouts to
their assigned Den home base & Leader for week.

Assist with unloading
supplies, moving around picnic tables, etc. Ideal
volunteer job for those who can help on a weekend
or those who can lift heavy items.
